3. INSTALLATION

3.1 Adjust Pan, tilt and Rotation and the View Angle

- Pan, Tilt, Rotate (3-Axis mechanism) makes easy to monitor the desired view

* Panning axis can be adjusted 360°
= Tilting axis can be adjusted 0° ~ 90°
» Rotating axis can be adjusted
between +180° (clockwise)
and -180° (counter-clockwise)
Do not rotate more 180°  as this
might cause the internal cables to
twist and disconnect or break.
